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ENGLANDER, CARAVELLA EARN TOP HONORS

CLEVELAND -- Ohio Wesleyan senior first baseman Drew Caravella (Columbus, OH/Hilliard Davidson) and
Wooster senior righthander Matt Englander (Solon, OH/Solon) have been named Player and Pitcher of the Year
to highlight the 2002 All-North Coast Athletic Conference baseball selections.

Caravella, a three-time First Team honoree, hit .547 (82-for-150) with 16 home runs and a conference-record 85
runs batted in for the Bishops.   He holds the NCAC career marks for at-bats, hits, home runs, total bases and
runs batted in.   In addition, Carvalla established OWU single-season marks in multiple home run games and total
bases, as well as in RBI.

Englander, a three-time First Team honoree as well, led the conference with a 10-1 record and led in earned-run
average (2.06) for the second time.  He is voted Pitcher of the Year for the second straight year.  He is the second
pitcher to earn the honor twice.  Allegheny's Jeff Mountain was selected in 1999 and 2000.

Wooster senior pitcher John Werner (Pittsburgh, PA/Northgate) heads up the list of the remaining First Team
selections.  He makes his fourth appearance on the First Team.  In all, seven players are repeat selections to the
First Team.  Wittenberg senior shortstop Bryan Burke (Cleveland, OH/Brunswick), Ohio Wesleyan senior
outfielder Shaun Rice (Dublin, OH/Columbus Watterson), Bishop junior outfielder Joe Loudenslager (Hilliard,
OH/Darby) and Wooster junior Brian Stevens (Canton, OH/Jackson) all appear on the squad for the second
straight season.
