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CONAWAY AND DEBORD EARN INDIVIDUAL HONORS

CLEVELAND --Wooster's Brian Conaway (Twinsburg, OH/Chamberlin) and Andrew DeBord (Cincinnati, OH/

Indian Hill) have been named Offensive and Defensive Players of the Year to highlight the 2004 All-North Coast

Athletic Conference men's soccer selections.

Conaway, a junior forward, led the league in scoring with 12 goals and six assists for 30 points over 16 games (

1.88 points per game), leading the Scots to a share of their second straight NCAC championship and the number

one seed in the NCAC Tournament.  He earns his third straight first-team nod. DeBord, a senior back, was the

anchor of a defensive unit that allowed only 11 opponent goals all season. He is making his third consecutive first-

team appearance.

In addition to Conaway and DeBord, other repeat first-team selections were Fighting Scots senior forward Adam

Milligan (Orrville, OH/Orrville), Allegheny senior midfielder Ben Montgomery (McMurray, PA/Peter's

Township), Denison senior midfielder Chad Huber (Fairfield, OH/Fairfield) and Ohio Wesleyan juniors Jeff

Fisher (Westerville, OH/North), a forward, and Ryan Martin (Dublin, OH/Wellington), a midfielder.

Allegheny defender Eric Sloan (Pittsburgh, PA/Mt. Lebanon) was selected as Newcomer of the Year. The

freshman was part of a defensive unit which shut out nine opponents in 21 games this fall. He also contributed

on offense, scoring a goal and an assist. He and his Gator teammates advanced through the NCAC Tournament,

and into the NCAA Sectionals. Allegheny will play Messiah on Friday at Wilmington (Oh.). The second sectional

match pits Wartburg against the host Quakers. Winners will play in the sectional final on Saturday. Saturday's

winners move on to the finals Nov. 26-27 at Macpherson Stadium at Bryan Park in Greensboro, North Carolina.

Allegheny's Angelo Panzetta is the North Coast's Coach of the Year for the second time. Panzetta is  47-22-7 (.664)

in his four seasons at the helm of the Gator men's program. Allegheny entered the NCAC Tournament as the fourth

seed and claimed its first NCAC Tournament title after defeating Wooster 1-0 in the semifinals and slipping past

Denison via penalty kicks (the teams tied 0-0). The Gators are making their NCAA Tournament debut and have

advanced out of the first and second round via penalty kicks. The Gators had tied Transylvania, 0-0, and Carnegie

Mellon, 1-1.
