CLEVELAND -- The North Coast Athletic Conference's 20th football season opens Saturday with eight non-
conference contests. The season and home-opener for one of the conference's preseason favorites highlights this
weeks slate. Wooster, picked by league coaches to finish the season atop the NCAC standings, opens its 2003
campaign against Hope.

Denison, Earlham and Kenyon also open the season at home on Saturday. The Big Red welcome Waynesburg,
while the Lords, under first-year head coach Ted Stanley, face off against Centre. New Quaker skipper Lawrence
Livingston will make his debut when Rose-Hulman visits Richmond.

In other action, Allegheny and Hiram travel to Baldwin-Wallace and Grove City, respectively. Oberlin heads to
Franklin & Marshall and Wittenberg opens at Albion. Wabash, picked by the media to repeat as NCAC champion,
and Ohio Wesleyan are both idle.
