
NCAC Cross Country Championships For Immediate Release
ALLEGHENY MEN, DENISON WOMEN CLAIM NCAC TITLES; Oct. 30, 2005
CARRIER, WIEFERICH TAKE INDIVIDUAL HONORS

Granville, Ohio.  -- Allegheny claimed the men's title while Denison took the women's at the 22nd annual
North Coast Athletic Conference Championships, held at Denison Oct. 29.  The Gators captured their fifth
men's title and third in the past four years, while the Big Red took their sixth and third in a row.

In the women's race, the ninth ranked (Oct. 25 poll) Big Red defeated runner-up Oberlin by 34 points as
Denison had three finishers in the top seven and all five scorers finished in the top 13.  Wooster junior Katie
Wieferich (Marietta, OH/Senior) won the race with a time of 22:30.  She is just the second Wooster runner
to win the women's NCAC cross country championship.  She outpaced the runner-up, Denison junior Elaine
Binkley (Columbus, OH/Bishop Watterson), by 38 seconds.  Binkley (23:08), with teammate and classmate
Christine Collins (Chagrin Falls, OH/Chagrin Falls), earned a third straight first team All-NCAC certificate
as Collins, the defending individual champion, finished third (23:16).  Allegheny junior Scarlett Graham
(Farmington, PA/Uniontown) and Oberlin sophomore Alison Doniger (Atherton, CA/Menlo Atherton)
wound up fourth (23:17) and fifth (23:25), respectively, and were repeat first-teamers, as was Denison senior
Kim Murley (Dalton, PA/Tunkhannock Area), who finished seventh.

On the men's side, Allegheny successfully defended its title.  The 16th-ranked (Oct. 25 poll) Gators defeated
second place Denison by 44 points as the Gators took four of the top seven places and had all five scorers finish
in the top 13.  Senior Chris Carrier (Lyndhurst, OH/Brush) of Allegheny won the race in 26:08 to earn his
third straight First Team All-NCAC recognition.  Gator sophomore Ryan Place (Meshoppen, PA/Elk Lake)
was runner up with a time of 26:26.  He improved from a 15th place finish as a freshman.  Earlham junior
Walker Yane (Oldenburg, IN/St. Xavier) was third to post the best NCAC finish of his career (26:48).  Gator
freshman Devon Flynnperrault (Lafayette, CA/Campolindo) earned Newcomer of the Year honors as the
highest finisher among first-year runners.  Flynnperrault wound up fourth, earning first team All-NCAC
honors (26:48).

The top seven finishers in each race earn first-team All-NCAC honors.  The next seven (places 8 through 14)
earn second-team honors and the next seven (places 15 through 21) earn honorable mention.
