The North Coast Softball tournament is scheduled for Friday and Saturday, May 7-8; the double-elimination event features 
the top four teams from the regular season. The NCAC Champion earns the right to host the season-ending tournament. 
NCAC teams have one week remaining in the regular season. Every conference team has three doubleheaders left in 
league play before the tournament, after the entire conference schedule was washed out by rain last weekend.

Heading into the regular-season’s final week, Denison (6-2, 22-12) holds a one-game lead over Ohio Wesleyan (5-3, 18-
12), Hiram (5-3, 16-13) and Wittenberg (5-3, 14-16), all of whom are tied for second. Wooster (4-4, 18-16) is right behind 
the logjam in fifth. The Big Red and the Terriers were postponed last weekend and will try again on Friday. Denison meets 
the Battling Bishops on Wednesday and Wooster on Saturday. The Fighting Scots and Tigers will try again on Thursday, 
then Wittenberg travels for another key match at the Terriers’ home field on Saturday.
