CLEVELAND -- Wittenberg junior Tiffany Keller (Massillon, OH/Tuslaw) has been named Player of the Year to

highlight the 2001 All-North Coast Athletic Conference volleyball selections.

Keller, a 5-11 outside hitter, was among the conference leaders in blocks (0.92 bpg) as the Tigers compiled a 26-

9 record on the way to their fifth consecutive NCAC championship and a berth in the NCAA Tournament for the

sixth straight year.  She was voted MVP of the North Coast Athletic Conference tournament earlier this month.

Denison senior Marti Coval (Gahanna, OH/St. Francis DeSales), Denison junior Regann Goodwin (Gahanna,

OH/St. Michael's Academy, TX) and Wittenberg junior Teresa Murphy (Blacklick, OH/Newark Catholic) are

repeat first-team selections.  Murphy is a three-time first-team honoree, while Coval and Goodwin pick up their

second first-team accolade.  Coval makes her fourth appearance on the All-NCAC team, earning first team honors

in 2001 and 1999, second-team honors in 2000 and honorable mention in 1998.

Rounding out the first team are Wittenberg freshman Monica McDonald (Newark, OH/Catholic) and Allegheny

senior Meghan Radkowski (St. Mary's PA/Elk County Christian).  McDonald was voted the NCAC's Newcomer

of the Year after she led the NCAC in kills per game (4.42)

Hiram's first-year coach Ellen Dempsey was voted NCAC Coach of the Year.  She guided the Terriers to a 17-17

overall record, including a 4-4 mark in NCAC play good for a fifth-place tie, up from ninth place in 2000.
