ALL-NCAC BASKETBALL SQUAD ANNOUNCED;	 March 2, 2006
HITTLE NAMED PLAYER OF THE YEAR	

CLEVELAND -- Wittenberg junior forward Kathy Hittle (Noblesville, IN/Noblesville) has been named Player of the Year 
to highlight the 2006 All-North Coast Athletic Conference women's basketball squad, announced today after voting by the 
conference's head coaches.  

Hittle, who helped the Tigers to their 11th North Coast championship, makes her All-NCAC First Team debut. She was the 
conference's leading rebounder with an average of 8.3 rebounds per game and was ranked in the top 10 in scoring (11.1 
points per game) and in field goal percentage (126-246, .512). She's tied for second in the conference with seven double-
double performances this season. Hittle earned second-team honors last winter.

Wooster junior Carly Loehrke (Kalamazoo, MI/Mattawan) and Denison junior Kristen Sheffield (Dublin, OH/Dublin) join 
Hittle in making their move to the All-NCAC first team. Loehrke finished the season fourth amongst all league players in 
scoring (13.7 ppg.), rebounding (7.8 rpg.) and minutes played (32.73 mpg.). She was second in defensive rebounds (5.38 
drpg.). Loehrke earned second-team honors last winter. Sheffield, the 2004 Newcomer of the Year, garners her first first-team 
nod after being named the to the second team the past two seasons. She was second in the NCAC with 2.61 blocks per 
game. She is the conference's all-time leader with 259 career blocks. Sheffield ranks amongst the top 10 in seven statistical 
categories. Kenyon senior Katy Zeanah (New Orleans, LA/Metairie Park) caps her collegiate career with her third first-
team award. She led the conference this season in field goal percentage (.577, 144-252) and was fifth in scoring (12.5 ppg.) 
and rebounding (7.5 rpg.). Allegheny senior Caitlin Murtaugh (Bethel Park, PA/Seton-LaSalle) rounds out the first-team 
selections. Murtaugh, who scored 9.4 points per game this season, was third in the NCAC in free throw percentage, converting 
79 of 94 attempts (.840). She was tied for fourth with 2.0 steals per game.

Denison freshman forward Carolyn Simpson (Dublin, OH/Dublin) was voted Newcomer of the Year after she played a key 
role in the Big Red's second straight NCAC Tournament title.  

Wittenberg head coach Pam Smith was voted Coach of the Year for the seventh time after she guided her squad to its 11th 
NCAC championship and a 19-8 record. Smith is 386-158 in her 20-year tenure with the Tigers.
